Positive Behavior Support Strategies for Families

This workshop is geared toward parents, family members and others who interact directly with children who engage in challenging behaviors. The presenter will outline a process for determining why children engage in challenging behaviors and then present some practical ways to help support positive behaviors. The majority of this workshop will be devoted to teaching audience members how to use specific techniques to teach new skills and shape appropriate replacement behaviors.
