Autism Diagnostic Observation Schedule (ADOS) Clinical Training

The Autism Diagnostic Observation Schedule (ADOS) has become the standard instrument for assessing autism and PDD across age, developmental level, and language skills. This 2-day training will encompass use and facilitation of the ADOS in clinical practice to assess and diagnose autism. Dr. Olsen will describe the ADOS and demonstrate administration and scoring of each Module, operationalizing DSM-IV/ICD-10 diagnostic criteria for Autism and Pervasive Developmental Disorders not Otherwise Specified. Instructional methods include lecture, live demonstration of administration and scoring, videotaped administration, and discussion. Participants have the opportunity to practice scoring while observing the instructor administer the ADOS to a child.
