	About the Presenter  

Daniel Openden, Ph.D., BCBA-D is Vice President and Clinical Services Director for the Southwest Autism Research & Resource Center (SARRC) and Adjunct Professor at Arizona State University. He received his doctorate in Special

Education, Disability, and Risk Studies under the mentorship of Drs. Robert and Lynn Koegel at the University of California, Santa Barbara. Dr. Openden has worked extensively with families with children with ASD on both federal and state funded research projects; provided consulting and training for school districts across the country; presented research at regional, state, and national conventions; and has been published in peer reviewed journals and book chapters. He has expertise in developing training programs for teaching parents and professionals to implement Pivotal Response Treatment (PRT). Dr. Openden is currently an Associate Editor for the Journal of Positive Behavior Interventions and his research interests include parent education, professional development, positive behavior supports, early intervention, inclusion, and dissemination of service delivery models for children with ASD.
Training Description 

Pivotal Response Treatment (PRT) is an evidence-based model for children with autism spectrum disorders (ASDs) based on the science of applied behavior analysis (ABA). PRT has been described in the literature as a family-centered approach that may be implemented throughout the day and across natural environments, such as in the home, at school, or in the community. Dr. Openden will delineate the development and implementation of PRT for improving communication, social, adaptive behavior, and academic skills as well as discuss other behaviorally-based interventions that may be used to further optimize a PRT program. Participants will receive information on ABA as a specific treatment for autism and as a scientific evidence-based approach for improving socially important behaviors, pivotal responses as they relate to core areas of intervention and widespread improvements in children with autism spectrum disorders and the importance of reinforcing communicative attempts in improving speech and language use. Participants will also learn strategies such as how to use child choice of stimulus materials, intersperse maintenance and acquisition tasks, and use natural reinforcers to improve motivation in children with autism.
